Launched in 2009, the Lincoln Learning Lab is a community program organized by the U Street Theatre Foundation and the historic Lincoln Theatre for District of Columbia area youth enrolled in DCPS summer school and regional day camp programs, ages 3-12. Throughout the month of July the Lincoln will host between 500 – 600 children per day (2 shows daily) from local youth programs such as the Department of Parks and Recreation and the Boys and Girls Clubs of Greater Washington. Children will be treated to 30-40 minutes of PBS animated features from the Raising Readers series. All activities are admission free.

WHUT 

WHUT is a public broadcast station (PBS) licensed to historic Howard University. Since 1980, the station has been serving the greater Washington, DC community with commercial free programming for viewers of all ages.
